Birmingham, AL 

Birmingham Alabama is the largest City in the State of Alabama 
and located in Jefferson County.  Located at the foothills of the  
Appalachian Mountains at the cross-section of two major railroads, 
the city was once the primary industrial center of the southern Unit-

ed States. 
 

Birminghamôs economy was originally based on steel  
production and although steel is no longer the prominent industry it 
is still home to several Steel products manufacturers including 
American Cast Iron Pipe Company, McWane, CMC Steel, US 

Steel, and Nucor.  
 

In recent years, Through investments into bio-technology and medi-
cal research Birmingham has transformed itself into a medical re-
search, banking and service-based economy. Home to such compa-
nies as AmSouth Bancorporation,  Wells Fargo, Superior bank, and 
insurance companies Protective Life, Infinity Property and Life, 

Pro Insurance, and Liberty National.   
 

Two of the largest soft-drink bottlers in the world are also based in 
Birmingham bringing in over $500 Million in sales a year. 

 
The Birmingham metropolitan area has consistently been rated as 
one of America's best places to work and earn a living based on the 
area's competitive salary rates and relatively low living expenses. 
One study published in 2006 by Salary.com determined that Bir-
mingham was second in the nation for building personal net worth, 
based on local salary rates, living expenses, and unemployment 

rates. 
 

Birmingham also boasts 99 historic neighborhoods and is often re-
ferred to as the cradle of the American Civil Rights Movement. The 
average (high) temperature in the city is 65Á; the average low is 
51Á. The city is centrally located in the southeast and easily accessi-

MAX Transit  

Birmingham ïJefferson County Transit Authority or MAX depends 
on local, federal, mandated funding, and fares to operate. They re-
ceive dedicated funding from a Beer Tax, Racing Commissions and 
Ad Valorem funding. By advertising with Gateway Outdoor Adver-
tising on MAX a percent of all ad revenue goes directly back to 
help fund The BirminghamðJefferson County Transit Authority.   

 
Currently, MAX provides fixed route and demand response service 
(Paratransit) to various municipalities. The current service area is 
more than 200 square miles with a demand population base of near-
ly 400,000. The municipalities within the service area are Birming-
ham, Bessemer, Fairfield, Homewood, Mountain Brook, Midfield, 
Tarrant, Center Point, Hoover, and Vestavia Hills. Passenger trips 
and service miles are approximately three million (3,000,000) each

Birmingham Botanical Gardens is Alabamaôs largest living museum with more than 10,000 
different plants in its living collections. The Gardensô 67.5 acres contains 25+ unique gardens, 
30+ works of original outdoor sculpture and miles of serene paths.  
 
The Birmingham Zoo is Alabamaôs most popular attraction, drawing more than 500,000 
visitors annually. Approximately 750 animals of 250 species call the 122-acre Birmingham 
Zoo home, including sea lions, kangaroos and endangered species from six continents. Food, 
gift shop, train, and picnic areas.  
 
Vulcan Park and Museum is home to the worldôs largest cast iron statue and features spec-
tacular panoramic views of Birmingham. Located atop Red Mountain, Vulcan Park and Muse-
um tells the story of Birminghamôs past, present and promise for the future.

More than 
17,000 objects represent a rich panorama of cultures, including Asian, European, American, 
African, Pre-Columbian, and Native American.

Arlington Antebellum Home & Gardens is a fine example of Greek Revival architecture 
dating from the 1840s. .
